REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
DECEMBER 18, 2017

Regular meeting of the Borough Council, Borough
of Berwick, Pennsylvania was held Monday,
December 18, 2017 at 7:00PM; in City Hall.
Presiding at this meeting was President of
Council Alvin Hill, Council Members Scott

Bower (VP), Jay Jarrett, Andrew Shecktor, Travis
Petty, Joanne Huntington, Larry Surkin and Mayor
Tim Burke.

Also present were DPW Foreman Jack Kyttle
solicitor Attorney Frank Kepner, Fire Chief Randy
Remphrey, Borough Treasurer Cassandra Mowery, and
Press Enterprise reporter Jeri Gibbons.

Absent from the meeting was Police Chief Ken
Strish, and the engineer.

A moment of silence was observed and The Pledge
of Allegiance was said.

Motion by Councilman Surkin seconded by
Councilman Shecktor carried unanimously to
approve the agenda with the addition of the
purchase of a Ford Pickup Truck for DPW and an
executive session at the end of the meeting.

Lori Clemens, 126 E 6ttt Street, at the council
meeting a month ago, voiced concerns about
residents at 128 E 8th Street, property owned by
Matthew Karchner. Since the November meeting
contacted Chief Strish about suspicious activity
taking place all times of the day and night. Its
loud disruptive and in our opinion is illegal. I
have worked in public education for 23 years. I
have training to look for what a suspicious
activity and to my knowledge from these trainings
there’s all the signs of it there. Chief Strish
sent an officer to our home 3 weeks ago asked us
to get the evidence on a thumb drive present it
to the police. Which we did 2 weeks ago and we
have heard absolutely nothing from the police.
November 9th my husband spoke to Mr. Harkins




Regarding some issues over at that. Mr. Harkins
stated at that time he would get back to us. Six
weeks later we have heard absolutely nothing from
Mr. Harkins. Recently my husband went outside
and spoke to Mr. Karchner personally regarding
these people being on our property, doing things
that would damaging our property just disruptive
behavior, loud obnoxious behavior it stopped
momentarily while Mr. Karchner was there. As
soon as he left it started again, my husband
texted Mr. Karchner and the reply from this
landlord is Have a Blessed Day. Thanksgiving Eve
was an eve we would like to forget it was loud
they were rude we didn’t call the police we
haven’t called the police in a month or more
because every time the call goes over the scanner
the activity stops. When the police come we look
like fools. As soon as the police leave the
activity starts all over again. If we call a
second time and the police and the police comes

a second time as soon as that call goes out the
activity stops as soon as the police leave it

starts all over again. I leave for work in the
dark and come home in the dark and I am afraid to
do so yet I'm afraid to be in our home. I spent

14 years working side by side with Sgt Roger
Bodwalk many of the police officers and many of
you sitting on council for the DARE committee to
better the community try to stop illegal activity
try to stop drug activity and at that time I
thought maybe council cared at the time and we
worked shoulder to shoulder and to make things
better. Council President Alvin Hill, Mam let me
stop you for a second because I don’t think it’s
that council doesn’t care I think the majority of
us on here would has a lot of sympathy for you
however we are not the police department nor we
are the codes enforcement that we can come and do
something for you right away we can’t pass a law
that would force. Mrs. Clemens: We’re not asking
for that we are asking. Mr. Hill: I understand
but for you to say that council doesn’t care
that’s just not true because a lot of do care

about this whole community. I Jjust wanted to
make that clear. Mrs. Clemens: Where does a
citizen go to get answers? Mr. Hill: I

understand what you are saying. Joann



Huntington: Mrs. Clemens can I say something, I
had some of the same problems on my street years
ago that you are having and it was horrible so I
know what you are going through and I sympathize
with you very highly I do because I was going
crazy over this and it went on for years and
years so I know what you are going through. My
husband and I bought a lot of properties to get
rid of a lot of those people. Mrs. Clemens:

Well have had to call Children and Youth numerous
occasions these people refuse to open the door
for Children and Youth. Mr. Hill: Greg what do
we have going on there what is codes enforcement.
Greg: Code Enforcement it’s not that we didn’t
do anything I had a meeting here in Council
Chambers with Mr. Karchner. Mr. Karchner then got
a letter, a corrective action letter and I didn’t
carry that any farther because talked about
kicking people out we weren’t sure if that was
legal or not and waiting on our attorneys to what
they are going to say on that part. But he did
get a corrective action letter on this situation
it’s the only police report I have right now so I
have done I have to do up until this time. I'm
not ignoring anyone. Mr. Hill: So you did your
letter and we have a copy of the letter and
talked to Attorney Kepner, is that correct
Attorney Kepner. We talked about it last
meeting. Have you talked to the police, talked
to the chief talked to the mayor about it. Mrs.
Clemens: We talked to the chief. Mr. Hill: OK
and what response you get. Mrs. Clemens: None.
Mayor Burke: How can it be none when you say
when they hear the scanner they stop the noise
and as soon as the police leave they start up
obviously the police are responding. Mrs.
Clemens: The police are responding. Mayor Burke:
We can’t ask for much more than that Mam. Mrs.
Clemens: OK. It was suggested that when they
call the police ask them not to put it over the
scanner. Explain the situation that the activity
stops when it is heard over the scanner. Mrs.
Clemens: When is the police station open that we
can come and talk. My husband came up the other
day. Call the nonemergency if it’s not open and
office will come.
